The ballots for a Special Assessment for a
road maintenance project have been delivered
to all leaseholders along with a full
explanation of the project and the costs. The
Board held an informational meeting on
January 5™ and answered questions posed by
those in attendance. The Co-op Board and the
Facilities Committee are recommending your
positive vote. The election outcome is now in
' your hands. Please vote and

return your ballots by
February 24™ for counting.
Your approval will assure
that you get full credit for the
value of the improvements
added to your leasehold
interest.

The final phase of the
electrical distribution
upgrade will near completion
soon. In this phase, there are ten lots involved
in the south end of the “old section”. It will be
necessary to rewire the pedestals on these lots,
changing the electrical distribution from six
lots on a string to three lots on a string,
improving the service to a total of 60 lots. The



purpose is to eliminate high-load low voltage
conditions. The lots involved have been
notified and trenching has begun or will begin
soon on the common areas behind each lot.
During the summer months of 2009, the
SSVEC installed 18 new transformers at a
minimal cost to the Co-op. With the
completion of these two projects, the Co-op
has an upgraded electrical system that will
serve us well into the future. The entire Co-op
owes a huge debt of gratitude to Director
Graham Taylor for his expertise and
dedication in spearheading this project from
start to finish.

Director Don Newport has been very busy of
late. He has engineered a major expansion
project in the storage area that will provide at
least 50 additional RV storage spaces with
varying lengths up to 44 foot long. There will
be, in the coming months, quite a bit of
shifting or relocating of stored vehicles as
existing parking areas are realigned and
reshaped and rigs are moved to more length-
appropriate sites. In so doing, another ten or
more spaces may be gained. The benefits will
be twofold, a convenience to leaseholders and
renters and additional income for the Co-op.
Another phase of the project is the installation
of four storage containers providing 22
storage lockers. This project has been very
well received. As of this writing, there are
only two available lockers. Stop in the office
to secure one for yourself. Kudos to Don
Newport for the tireless effort he has put into
this project.

In February, the Landscape Committee will
have an organizational meeting for anyone
interested in working on the beautification or
our park. Because this Committee offers a
variety of ways to help us in our efforts, we
urge everyone (present and future members)
who are thinking of joining us to attend this
important meeting.

The Committee is organized into three teams:
A - Planning, Design and Education; B -
Landscape Maintenance (Heavy), C -
Landscape Maintenance (Light). Team A
meets monthly (roughly) to plan work parties,
discuss plantselection and decide on projects.
Team B works under the direction of the
monthly contact person (a member of Team
A). They work most Friday mornings October
through April. The work ranges from easy to
strenuous so there is a job suitable for most
folks' physical abilities. Team C is responsible
for keeping the walkways and other common
areas swept and/or free of debris. This group
works at each individual's pace - no scheduled
work days - so it is ideal for those who aren't
interested in tying themselves to a particular
day or time.

In addition to the three teams, we have
instigated an Adopt-A-Common Area
program for leaseholders or renters who are
willing to maintain a section of our many
common areas. This work is done under the
direction of Team A and those interested must
register their intent with the monthly contact
person. These areas must be maintained in
accordance with the LANDSCAPING PLAN

AREAS.

The life you save may be your own. Many
researchers think that we take in too much
iron, mostly from eating red meat. Excess iron
is thought to create free radicals in the body,
speeding aging and raising risk of heart
disease, cancer, and Alzheimer’s. Until
menopause, women are naturally protected
from iron overload, but after that the danger of
overdose climbs.

Preliminary studies suggest you can lower
your risk of heart disease by regularly
giving blood. Thomas Perls, M.D., an
associate professor of medicine at Boston
University who leads the New England
Centenarian Study, donates a unit every two
months. He has a rare blood type, so he’s
helping others - and he may get something out
of'it, too. If you’re scared of needles, at least
go easy on red meat: no more than a daily
serving the size of a pack of cards.
