Proposed Revisions & Addition

Please review this document and submit any
comments to the Rules Committee in writing
by March 1, 2010. Once the review period is
over, the Rules Committee will consider all
comments and suggestions, and make any
adjustments or revisions needed prior to
submitting the proposed rule changes to the
By-Laws Committee and the Board.

Rule 1. Operation of Vehicles, F.

Add: conspicuously
Remove: mirror or dash

Original Wording: All leaseholder vehicles
must display the appropriate identifying Co-op
ID Tags on their vehicle mirror or dash when
in the Co-op.

Proposed Wording: All leaseholder vehicles
must conspicuously display the appropriate
identifying Co-op ID Tags on their vehicle
when in the Co-op.

Rule 11. Pets

Add: H. Pets are not to be tied outside
unattended.




Recycling

First off, a big thanks to all those who are
participating in the recycling program,
whether it’s plastic, cardboard or newspapers.
In our last two runs to the transfer station,
we’ve dropped off a combined total of just
more than 2,000 pounds of recyclables. That’s
right, more than one ton that would have
otherwise had to have been hauled away from
the dumpsters. That’s good for the
environment and good for the park.

A few things would go a long way into
helping your park and us, the volunteers who
unload the recycling.

1. If it’s recyclable,
please do. That
includes #1 & #2
plastic containers, no
other numbers are
accepted at this time.
Please do remove all
caps and lids and take the containers out of
plastic bags. Those are NOT recyclable, and
we have to remove them before they will take
them. No Styrofoam or foam peanuts. And a
big please....if your containers have leftover
milk, juice, coffee grounds or just plain, old
garbage, etc. still in them, just throw them
away.

2. Try and break down all cardboard before
placing it into the wagon. There’s a knife
provided for this purpose.

3. A big thanks goes out to those who are
volunteering in taking the recyclables to the
transfer station, but we can always use more
help. If you would like to be contacted for

HELP A SPECIFIC LOCAL COMMUNITY
SERVICE?

Do you know what two of the local
community transportation services do? The
two being referred to are the Catholic
Community Services Program and the VICaP
Program. You may have seen the Catholic
Community Services van in the park. This
program transports local folks to Benson area
services, such as medical appointments or
shopping in Benson. Catholic Community
Services does not go beyond the Benson area.
So, what does an area neighbor do if he or she
needs transportation beyond Benson?

You may have seen a couple of vehicles in our
park sporting the “VICaP VOLUNTEER”
sign. VICaP is a program of volunteers who
drive Benson area community members who
are homebound, elderly, or disabled to
medical appointments in Tucson, Sierra Vista,
and Wilcox. VICaP will also help folks in the
Benson area who live on the west side of the
Cochise/Pima County line to do their
shopping or medical appointments in Benson

Because Catholic Community Services is
limited, VICaP will also accommodate folks
living in St. David, Pomerene, and Cascabel
for local shopping or medical appointments.
