As I
write this all but one lot has been rented for the
six month rental period. 

��� � Leaseholders need to seriously
consider putting their name forward as
candidates for the Board.  Everyone should
experience the many and varied things it takes to
keep this park running. Mary Cleveland and her
office staff, Doug Miller and his maintenance staff
do a wonderful job keeping everything going, but
there is always the question or decision to be
made by the Board.

��� � We also want to remind you that if you hire
work to be done on your lot and the person does
not have insurance, that your homeowner’s
liability insurance will most probably be
responsible  if something happens and the
worker is injured.

Before I left Benson on this one year plus trip
away from the park, I bought an iMac computer
because I wanted to be bilingual in computers
and also get a feel for what the bruhaha was
about.  While on our trip we visited my sister in
San Carlos, CA who had a MacBook computer.
Jean used that one and was  so impressed that
she replaced her Dell with a MacBook. the
smallest of the Macintosh notebook line.  We
ended up renting a house for a year and
spending the winter in Washington.  I missed my
iMac, and so bought a Mac Mini and a flat
monitor to go with it.  I have not used the Dell
since with the exception of a few times either
transferring data or running the scanner, which is
not Mac friendly.

So what do I think of the Macintosh system?
Jean closes her lid to put it to sleep and has not
had to reboot it except for a few times, usually
because of an update.  Updates, like on
Windows, are automatic, but considerably easier
in my opinion.  Installation of new programs are
also easier.  Both Macs boot faster than our Dell
machines.  Jean has had very little trouble
translating from Windows to the Macintosh.
Since she uses AOL for her e-mail, that was
virtually the same.  She is using Firefox on hers.
I use Safari and Firefox on mine for the browser.

One of the features on the Mac is called
“Dashboard”.  Click on the icon or press F12 and
the screen changes to a bunch of little programs
called “Widgets”.  I have the weather, my stocks,
joke of the day, picture of the day, a translation
widget and a countdown timer on mine.  There
are hundreds from which to choose.  Most of
them are free.

Press F11 and the all open programs get
minimized to get back to your desktop.  Press it
again and all is restored.

I bought the Mac version of Photoshop Elements
4 to go on my Mac and use that for processing
pictures from my digital camera.

The Mac has a feature called “Spotlight”.  It
indexes most of the files on the computer so any
word in any file is easy to find.  They are
displayed in categories like mail, photos,
documents, PDF, etc.  I use that a lot.

Instead of Microsoft Office, I am using NeoOffice.
It will open *.pps files, Word documents and
Excel spreadsheets and save them back to the
original formats.  I no longer need a special
program to open Word documents, or Power
Point slide shows like I did on my Dell.  That
program is free as well.

The Mac comes with a complement of programs
built in.  iPhoto is used to catalog photos and
make them easy to find.  iCal is a calendar
program with alarms built in.  Address Book is
just what it says, but if the data are in the
Address Book, then the Mail program which
handles e-mail can find them.  Finder is a
program that allows one to browse all the files on
the computer in several formats and displays
thumbnails of files as well.  It has a dictionary.  It
has a music handling program called iTunes,
which is available for all computers as well.
iMovie is a movie editor for editing your digital
videos off  the camera and iDVD then burns them
onto a DVD, complete with titles, chapters, etc.
Disk Utility has maintenance stuff.  I use that to
burn DVDs repeatedly.

As you can see from all the above, I like the
Macintosh.  I like the fact that I don't have to have
an anti-virus program running.  My modem has a
built in firewall, so I don't have to run a software
one.  Maintenance is way less than on my Dell.
We have decided that we don't need two laptops
to travel.  We can both use just Jean's.  We both
get our e-mail on the one computer when
traveling.

"Inexpensive Burglar Alarm"
