Rule Changes

The following are Rule Changes, proposed by the
Rules Committee. The “Posting Date” was
January 8, 2007. The “End of Comment Period”
is March 8, 2007. Comments/suggested
changes must be submitted to the Rules
Committee in writing and be signed.

8§ Current Rule:
(3C)...Vertical tanks, greater than ten
gallons, shall be secured (to the RV,
building or rigid support) at a point two-
thirds from the bottom.

(16) ALL PROPANE TANKS regardless of
size are required to be secured to a
building, the RV, or to a large
stake/device.

Proposed Rule:

Rule (3C) to include: All tanks under 100
gallons shall be secured (to the RV,
building, or a rigid support) at a point more
than two-thirds from the bottom with a
metal chain, cable, or band.

Rule 16: Eliminate rule as this is a
duplication.

8§ Current Rule:
(7) EXTRA VEHICLES Two RV’s are
allowed on your lot for a maximum of 5
days before a trip and 5 days after with a
non-renewable permit clearly displayed.

Proposed Rule:

Rule 7 EXTRA VEHICLES Two RV’s are
allowed on your lot for a maximum of five
(5) days with a permit clearly displayed.
Renewals are permitted (when needed)
through the office.




8§ Current Rule:

PROHIBITED ACTIVITIES: Rule 12E
During the season (October 1% through
March 31%) using more than three
washers and three dryers per leasehold or
rental, boondock/dry camp lot at a time
between the hours of 8:30a.m. and
3:00p.m.

Proposed Rule:
Eliminate Rule 12 E

8§ Current Rule:

STORAGE AREA Rule 14A Extra
vehicles may be stored in the Co-op
storage area on a space available basis
with RV’'s which would include motor
homes, fifth wheels, travel trailers and
campers) having priority. No more than
one (1) assigned space per leasehold.

Proposed Rule:

STORAGE AREA Rule 14A One (1)
assigned space per leasehold is available.
Extra spaces may be rented.

Back Up Your Digital Image Files

(spending the winter in Newman Lake, WA)

Whether they are downloaded from a digital
camera or scanned into your computer, all your
image files should be backed up. Images should
be copied to CD-R, recordable DVD or to a
secondary hard drive. Immediately making a CD
of your digital images after you have downloaded
them to your hard drive is a good habit to
develop. Make sure to use only archival-quality
CDs to ensure their longevity. Should your
computer or your main hard drive fail, you will not
lose your images as they are either on the
secondary hard drive or on disc. You can also
conserve on hard drive space by deleting images
that you will not access regularly.”

Back to my comments on this. If you truly value
your pictures or other documents, burn them to a
second CD or DVD and store them off site. Send
them to a relative, store them in your travel RV if
you have one, or some place that will not be
touched if your place burns. Remember that CDs
will not survive the fire proof safes that are good
for paper.

AVG has been sending me notices that they are
going commercial and that sometime in January
it will no longer be free. The people that are
responsible for making sure that your secure
sites are really secure and that lock the little lock
are offering a free for lifetime set of programs to
do with security. It is called Comodo and has a
firewall, Verification Engine, AntiVirus, AntiSpam,
Backup and iVault functions.

Permits are also requested for all CHANGES to
lots and/or buildings. This includes flag poles,
antennas and outside lights.

The permit needs to be signed by TWO
Committee members. If you plan to be
reimbursed for the improvement, you will need to
have the permit and the cost receipt(s) in your
file.  Permits can be obtained from any
Committee member and a list is posted on the
Clubhouse bulletin board.

This does not include routine maintenance items
such as painting, caulking, etc., which are not
reimbursable, but still are necessary to do.

Please remember to keep your files and receipts
up-to-date.
